Preliminary to the resurvey the lines of the original
8urvey were retraced and a diligent search made for any
evidence of the original corner positions. In the in-
tervening years since the original survey, same of tne
corners have been remonumented with durable materials by
county and private surveyors. These corner tisnuments are
locally accepted as the true point for the corner posia
tions. In cases where physical evidence of the corner
monument could not be found, improvements, such as gect! of
line roads and fences constructed before the original
corner evidence was destroyed, were uged to determine the
corner position. Missing corners were re-esiablished
according to the rules of proportionste measurement.
