possessing proper qualifications was refused the privilege of voting at said election. 

(General Improvement District Language) 
That all of said ballots counted were cast at said election by those eligible electors 

of the genera) improvement district who are natural persons who are citizens of the United 
States and residents of the State of Colorado, who were eighteen years of age or older, 
and who: (I) has been a resident of the general improvement district for not less than thirty 
days; or (II) owns or whose spouse owns, taxable real or personal property within the 
general improvement district, whether the person resides within the general improvement 
district or not; or (Ill) is the natural person designated by an owner of taxable real or 
personal property in the general improvement district (which is not a natural person) to vote 
for such owner.
